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Dear Client:

Please note that 24 hours notice for cancellation of services is required.  If this notice is not provided, you are 
subject to a $35 cancellation fee.  The therapist will be willing to make exceptions to this policy only in rare, 
extenuating circumstances.  Please keep in mid that careful planning and preparation goes into your child’s therapy 
session.  When a session is missed, it leaves an open therapy spot for another child/client who would benefic from 
music therapy services.  In addition, consistency is crucial in the progress of your child’s goals.

In the event that attendance becomes a chronic issue (below 85%), you will be required to pay for the entire 
session fee if you wish to maintain your current treatment time.  This policy will only be instituted as a result of a 
high frequency of last minute cancellations and/or no show appointments.   You will be notified in writing if this 
policy is to be implemented.
